Dates
The internship is either a part or a full time programme running from
September until July.

Finance
The intern will receive a weekly allowance and additional support and help will
be given if accommodation is needed.

Who is it for?

The internship is for anyone aged over 18 who wants to spend an exciting and
challenging year serving God. You will grow in faith, confidence and learn new
skills.

It is expected that the intern will have a clear Christian testimony including
conversion, be filled with the Holy Spirit or be willing to be filled with the Holy
Spirit and be in agreement with the statement of faith of the Assemblies of
God. It is also expected that the intern has experience of serving in some
capacity within the local church. This position will require references and an
Enhanced Disclosure check.
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Training

Most of the internship training will be led by members of the National
Children’s Team. Training will cover such areas as: Safeguarding Children,
Storytelling, Children’s Talks, Learning Styles, Behaviour Management,
Puppetry, Leading children in prayer and worship, Drama and Evangelism.

There will also be the opportunity to gain a First Aid qualification and attend
other training conferences as available.

The Weekly Programme
Each week will vary depending on the demands of the week. The intern will
be expected to work weekends as required but will receive time off in lieu

It is also expected that the intern will participate in the life of the local church
(New Life Christian Centre, Retford)

Responsibilities

These will vary depending on what is needed. It is expected that the intern will
be involved in all aspects of children’s ministry which will include some office
duties.

Experience

There will be the opportunity to visit other children’s ministries in different
parts of the UK. There may be an opportunity to be part of an overseas
missions team.
